Up-and-Coming Junior Golf Open Clinic

This clinic meets every Wednesday from 4:00 – 5:00 PM from 
May 6 to September 30. It is designed for junior boys and girls 
ages 4 to 5. The juniors will learn basic fundamentals in putting, 
chipping and the full swing. This clinic will have a fun and  
relaxed environment. Parents are welcome to stay and watch 
their child’s progress. $10 per person per week. No pre sign-up  
is necessary.

1-Day Advanced Junior Clinic

These 1-day clinics are designed for junior golfers, ages 11-16, 
with advanced playing experience. Each junior will receive  
individual instruction that will allow them to take their game 
to the next level. Putting, chipping and the full swing will be 
covered as well as basic course management skills. Clinics meet 
from 8:00 – 11:30 AM and include 3 hours of instruction and  
a snack. $100 per person per clinic. Max of 12 juniors in  
each clinic.
